Mrs. Hastings is currently working towards her Doctorate in Musical
Arts at The Universiry of Texas at Austin where she earned a Masters
degree while studying with Craig Hella Johnson. Her training has
included master classes and clinics, most recently with famed 'cellist,
Lynn Harrell. Professionally, Mr.;. Has'ings i' heard as a vocalist wi,h
the critically acclaimed Conspirare: Company 0/ Voices which recorded
their first CD at Skywalker Ranch in California. "Through the Green
Fuse" will be in stores in NO\'ember.

As a member of the Department of Music faculty at Pittsburg State
University, Stella Hastings teaches Music Theory, Class Voice, and
Class Piano, as well as graduate level conducting. She and her husband,
Todd live in Pittsburg with their son, Aiden James, and are expecting
their second child in March 2005.



Mr. Kehle joined the Pittsburg
State University faculty in 1978
and holds the rank of Professor of
Music where he teaches trombone
and is the director of the P U Jazz
Studies program. Mr. Kehle
completed his undergraduate
studies at Washington State
University with both the Bachelor
of Music and Bachelor of Arts
(music education) degrees and
completed the Master of Music
degree and doctoral course work at
Indiana University. His trombone
teachers include fanner members
of the Chicago, Pittsburgh. Penn.,
and Philadelphia Symphonies. His
jazz studies were with Dominic

Spera and David Baker. He has performed with the Spokane
Symphony, the Indiana Brass Quintet, the Spokane Jazz Society, and
back up for various touring artists/groups inchKling Slide Hampton's
World of Trombones, the Manhattan Transfer, and with Mr. Louie
Bellson. Mr. Kehle has been a featured soloist with numerous
orchestras, bands, and jazz groups in the Midwest. He is also Principal
Trombone in the Springfield, Missouri Symphony Orchestra, the
Central Plains Brass Quintet, and is trombonist with the jazz group
"Blues Over Easy." His book, "Alto Trombone LireraLure: An Annotared
Guide" is published by Warwick Music, UK. His memberships include
Phi Mu Alpha, The International Trombone Association,
Association, The Kansas Music EducatOrs Association, Music
Educators National Conference, and The International Association of
Jazz Educators, American Federation of Musicians, and the National
Edll~ators Association. Mr. Kehle is an artist affiliate with United
Musical Instruments and plays Conn trombones. He has also held the
positions of President of the PSU Faculty Senate, President of PSU~
K EA, and Presidenr of the Kansas Unit of lAJE.
