     As part of Kansas’s commitment to residents in the 
military, Governor Kathleen Sebelius today signed a bill 
providing income tax exemptions for bonuses received 
by Kansans who serve in the armed forces.       
     “We are secure at home because of our military‘s 
service here and abroad.  With this legislation, we honor 
their dedication by easing their financial burdens.  Giving 
tax exemptions for the service bonuses paid to Kansans 
by the military is a simple, effective way to do this,” Gov-
ernor Sebelius said. 
     Beginning in the current tax year, Kansans who are 
members of the U.S. Armed Forces, including the Kan-
sas Army and Air National Guard, will receive an individ-
ual income tax exemption for recruitment, sign-up, or 
retention bonuses.  The bill also exempts educational 
and student loan repayments received by taxpayers as 
incentives related to their service in the armed forces, 
including the Kansas Guard. 
     In January, Governor Sebelius announced the Kan-
sas Military Bill of Rights, a package of incentives and 
benefits designed to ease the burden of service in the 
armed forces.   
     At that time the Governor signed an executive direc-
tive allowing the state to make up the difference be-
tween pay and allowances National Guard members 
and reservists receive from the military and their state 
salary at the time they were called to active duty.  Addi-
tionally, a one-time payment of $1,000 goes to state em-
ployees in the National Guard and reserves upon activa-
tion for 180 days or more.  These payments are retroac-
tive for all activations since September 11, 2001.   
     The bill number is SB 256.

     With the hot weather season upon us, it is time to think about how 
to stay safe this summer while working in the hot Iraqi sun. The key to 
survival is being educated about the signs of heat injuries and knowing 
how to stop it before it happens and what to do in the event of a heat 
injury. None of this knowledge is any good unless applied, so make 
sure you and your battle buddy are safe this year by helping each 
other out in preventing heat injuries. 
     In this edition of The Dust Devil Dispatch we will discus how to pre-
vent heat injuries using proper hydration techniques and a good work 
and rest schedule depending on the Wet Bulb index of the area that 
you are working and living in. For more information about heat injuries 
and prevention, see one of the medics that work near you. They have 
many other resources and tips to help you become educated on this 
subject. 

     The following diagram is a Work/Rest and Water Consumption Table. It shows a recommended work and rest sched-
ule for each heat category and a suggested water intake for those categories as well. It is good to keep in mind however 
that these are just suggestions and each individual may require a different amount of water or rest. It is best to have a 
buddy who can keep watch over you during the day to make sure that you are properly hydrated and rested. Also, if you 
feel lightheaded, drained, or weak take a break and drink some water to replenish yourself, it is better to rest for a few 
minutes than to become a victim of heat and removed from the game for an extended period of time. Also, eating prop-
erly will reduce the risk of heat injuries. 
     Heat categories can be calculated using a Wet Bulb, and a current reading can always be found at the Mayor Cell  
close to where you work. All job sites should also have a Wet Bulb set up and a system of notification concerning the 
heat category.
